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STEVE WHAN & NSW LABOR’S QUEANBEYAN INFRASTRUCTURE DEBACLE
Monaro based Liberal MLC Matthew Mason-Cox and Shadow Parliamentary Secretary for Treasury today condemned NSW Labor and Steve Whan for failing to include Queanbeyan regional road projects in NSW’s bid for vital funding. 

In answer to a question asked by Matthew Mason-Cox during this week’s budget estimates hearings, the RTA Chief Executive Officer, Mr Bushby, confirmed that no funding submission had been made to Infrastructure Australia for the Queanbeyan region.

“Finally, the truth has come out - Steve Whan and NSW Labor have again ignored local community needs and failed to lobby the Premier to include the transport needs of our region in NSW’s bid for funding from Infrastructure Australia,” Mr Mason-Cox said.

“The Queanbeyan community is still waiting for NSW Labor and Steve Whan to fund Labor’s 1995 promise to build a proper bypass for Queanbeyan.  Land for the proposed Edwin Land Parkway bypass has been set aside by the Council since August 1974 – its now 35 years later and we still have no funding from NSW Labor!!”
“Queanbeyan Council’s 2031 Transport Report Overview makes the case yet again for this vital bypass along with upgrades to Cooma Road and the construction of Dunn’s Creek road in the future.  Its about time Steve Whan and NSW Labor signed on to the community’s vision for our region and started to deliver!” Mr Mason-Cox said.

“Instead Queanbeyan continues to miss out on vital funding and safety concerns in our main street continue to be ignored.  How many more accidents and injuries will it take before Steve Whan and NSW Labor decides to act?” Mr Mason-Cox concluded.
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
